Our church theme of 2019 is “Shine for the Lord”. In Matthew 5:14-16, Jesus spoke to
His disciples: “You are the Light of the world. A town built on a hill cannot be hidden.
Neither oo people Light a Lamp and put it under a bushel. nstead they put it on its stand,
and it gives light to everyone n the house. tn the same way, Let your Light shine before

others, that they wmay see Yyour good deeds and glovify your Father in heaven.” Therefore,
we who are Christians should reflect whether we are the ‘light of the world” and whether
we have truly unleashed the function of ‘light’.

The function of ‘light’ is undoubtedly to ‘shine’, just as the bible says, “The Llight shines
in the darkness...” (John 1:5a). Therefore, the ‘Light’ shouldn’t be ‘put under a bushel’,
instead, it should be ‘put on its stand, and gives light to everyone in the house’. Why
would people put ‘light’ ‘wnder the bushel’? The reason could be “... the darkness has
not understood it.” (John 1:5b) — we are afraid of rejection, thus we put the ‘light’

‘under the bushel’ and hide the ‘light’. However, the Lord has commanded us: “in the
same way, Let Your Light shine before others, that they may see Your good deeds and glorify
Your Father in heaven.”

There are times when we doubted whether we are the ‘light of the world’, and whether
we can truly ‘Shine for the Lord’. The fact is that God created man ‘in His own image’
(Genesis 1:27a) and therefore we should be able to ‘shine’. Yet, since we “all have
sinned, and fall short of the glory of God” (Romans 3:23), we can no longer ‘shine’.

However, just as the moon reflects the light of the sun to the earth, when we get closer
to God, we can also reflect the light of God to the world. Exodus 34 shown a great
example of the shining of human’s face when Moses are close to God. Therefore, We
Christians should get closer to God through daily bible study and prayer time, so that
God’s light can reflect through us.

Undoubtedly, if we Christian wants to ‘Shine for the Lord’, the most important thing
should be having Jesus’s life within us, as Galatians 2:20a depicts a reborn Christian as:
“I have been cructfied with Christ and | no longer Live, but Christ Lives tn we...” and John

1:4 said: “mn Him was Life, and that Life was the light of all mankind.”

May God help us with His own words and let us ‘Shine for the Lord’.
