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This year is our Chinese "Year of the Pig", so I would like to share about the passages of
“pigs” in the Bible. In the Old Testament, God has commanded the Israelites not to eat pigs
nor touch the dead pigs since they were unclean (according to Leviticus 11 and Deuteronomy
14). However, the Bible does not explain why the pig is unclean. Some of the scholar's
researches tell us that the pagan worship of the Canaanites was to worship their gods with pigs
as sacrifices. In some places, the pigs were even considered to be sacred, so it could be because
God wants the Israelites to separate from the Gentiles and therefore He told them that the pigs
are unclean. Today's medical research also tells us that if the pork is not cooked well enough,
it may even make people sick. If we imagine the conditions in which the Israelites were living
in the wilderness back then, it might be difficult to fully cook the pork and other similar types
of food under the limited environment. This commandment could therefore be considered as
God’s thoughtfulness to the Israelites.

In the New Testament, Jesus has also talked about pigs in His preaching. In Matthew 7:6,
Jesus said to His disciples, “po not give dogs what is sacred; do not throw your pearls to pigs, If you
do, they may trample them wader their feet, and turm and tear You to pleces.” Jesus used the pig as a
metaphor to describe those who do not know how to cherish the precious truth of the kingdom.
They have not only wasted the goodwill of others, they are even more likely to repay good
with evil through using the teachings of Heaven to "attack" the believers. For example, the
Lord Jesus teaches His disciples to forgive others seventy-seven times, those who are like
“pig” would perhaps abuse the forgiveness of others after knowing this.

In addition, several Gospels have recorded that Jesus once driven a group of demons out of
one man and allowing them to go into the pigs. As a result, the herd of pigs suddenly rushed
down the steep bank into the lake and were drowned. And then those people of the town not
only did not feel happy for the healing of demon-possessed man, they even plead with Jesus
to leave their region. From this incident, we can see that Jesus values people more than
everything else, yet people only values their money possession.

Finally, there are some very interesting passages about the pigs in the Bible that can give us
reminders. For example, in Luke 15 "The Parable of the Prodigal Son", it mentioned a story
about the younger son leaving his father's house and later perished to feed the pigs for others,
and he even had to fill his stomach with the pods that the pigs were eating, but no one gave
him anything. In addition, Proverbs 11:22 says, “Like a gold ving in a pig’s snout is a beautifil
woman who shows no diseretion.” And 2 Peter 2:22 says, "They prove the truth of this proverb: *A dog

returns to its vomit.” And another says, 'A washed pig returns to the mud.™

I pray that we can learn some lessons from the pigs in this new year.
