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According to the tradition of the ancient church, there will be a “Lent” period of
forty days before the Easter, which is especially used to remind Christians to
remember Christ's suffering and death and to practice their godliness. During this
period, the traditional church will especially encourage believers to repent of
introspection, fasting and praying, meditating and learning the sacrifice of Christ,
and even helping those who are in needs through giving.

In fact, these festival traditions of the church have their values, especially for the
spiritual cultivation of Christians. This is just as the Old Testament often mentions
that God wants His people to celebrate festivals three times a year in order to learn
the lessons of godliness from that. In addition to the celebration of festivals, God
also asks His people to keep the Sabbath, so that they can rest at least one day a
week in memory of His creation and redemption. Although after the resurrection of
Jesus our Lord, the Christian has changed the Sabbath to the first day of the seventh
day and called it the "Day of the Lord", and the festivals we are celebrating today
are different from the original festivals of the Jews, but the idea or purpose behind
these different tradition is mainly to remind people to fear God and to desire for
closer relationship with God.



It is a pity that today more and more Christians are not eager to get close to God.
Not only do Christians who insist on worshipping God every Sunday have become
fewer and fewer, many Christians who are used to stop going to church may not
even bother to be a "Festival believers" (that is, returning to church only on major
festivals). Of course, there is always a reason for a Christian not to return to the
church, therefore we cannot generalize to say that they all do not want to be close
to God. For example, some people cannot return to the church because of health
reasons, and that is something out of our control, but many other so-called "reasons"
actually can only be said to be an excuse. The root cause is that there is a problem
with the relationship with God.

In fact, a Christian who really wants to be close to God will always try hard to solve
the problem. For example, if you need to work on Sunday and therefore you can't
come for the Service, will you participate in some Bible study group meetings on
your day-off if there is one? Or for example, if you really feel that a church is not
suitable for you (for whatever reason), will you try to participate in other church?
Or will you simply not go to any church? Even if you are sick and inconvenient to
go out, are you trying hard to read the Bible, always praying, or listening to some
hymns and preaching on the Internet at home? Or are you just watching TV series
or gossip news all day long, making yourself no different from an unbeliever?

Dear brothers and sisters, the Easter this year 1s just about four weeks away. We are
now in this "Lent" period of remembering Christ's suffering and death and to
practice your godliness. How is your current situation? If you do not always come
to church, I encourage you to be determined to keep Sunday as the Lord's Day, and
often go to the church (not necessarily CCCC) on Sunday to get close to God. If
you already come to church very often, I encourage you to also bring along your
heart in order to worship wholeheartedly and to listen to the preaching proactively,
because if you are absent-minded, God will not be pleased.

"For Christ’s love compels us, becaunse we are convinced +that ove died for all,
and therefore all died. And he died for all, that those who live should vo longer
live for themselves but for him who died for them and was raised again. ...
Therefore, if anyove is in Christ, the new creation has come: The old has gone,
the new is herel All this is from God, who recovciled ns to himself through
Christ avd gave us the ministry of reconciliation: that God was recowciling +he
world to himself n Christ, not counting people’s sins against them. And he has
committed to us the message of recowciliation. We are therefore Christ’s
ambassadors, as though God were making his appeal through us. we implore
ou ov Christ’s behalf: Be reconciled to God. God made him who had vo siv to be
sin for us, so that i him we might become the righteousness of God." (2
Corinthians 5:14-21)
