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Recently the Jonah group has been studying the Letters of Paul to the Corinthians. It
appears to all that the Corinthian church was indeed very problematic, even the apostle
Paul who founded the church felt very distressed, and at some points he was "out of
great distress and anguish of heart and with many tears” (2 Corinthians 2:4).
However, no matter how big the difficulties or how stubborn the Corinthians were, and
some of them even attacked and slandered him, Paul still insisted on loving the
Corinthian church and never gave up. This reminds me of our deceased sisters Mrs. Lu
and Audrey who have always been loyal to our church when they were alive. Even
though they may have faced different difficulties and may have even been
misunderstood or neglected, they still insisted on loving the church and loving their
brothers and sisters, and they even tried to serve the Lord to the last moment.

There 1s no perfect church in this world. All churches have their problems. These
problems can be problems among peoples, problems with institution and structures,
and perhaps (or more) spiritual-related problems. Perhaps many people want to find a
perfect, problem-free church, but often, when they think they have found one, the
church will become imperfect from the day they join, because the problem is actually
on themselves. In fact, each of us could be that problematic person, but we are mostly
reluctant to admit that we have problems. We always think other peoples have
problems. And often when we focus on other peoples’ problems, we are very likely to
feel dissatisfied, angry, discouraged, disappointed, and may even choose to leave.
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The Bible tells us that the church is the house of the living God (1 Timothy 3:15) and
the body of Jesus Christ (Ephesians 1:23). Every one of us who has been called into
this house 1s actually a member of the family, and each member belongs to all the
others. Therefore, whenever a family member chooses to leave the family, a part of the
body chooses to separate from the body, can those who are still staying in the family —
the other parts of the body, be indifferent and not feel the acute pain?

It is undeniable that by the grace of God, our church did have won a battle last year —
we finally bought the Castle End Mission church building. However, having your own
church premise is actually only the first step. What to do next is actually most critical
and arduous. In particular, every member in this family is required to get involved to
build and develop the church with one heart. What our enemy, the devil, would enjoy
seeing most, must be the outcome that even though we have got the place, we lost all
the peoples, and it will certainly use every means to achieve that. This is as reminded
in 1 Peter 5:8, “Be alert avd of sober mind. Your enemy the devil prowls around like

a roaring liow loo\c’mg for someone to devour.”

Dear brothers and sisters, what is your situation today? Are you being alert and of sober
mind and insist on fighting for the house of God? May the Lord help those of us who
are weak and tired to be strong, and continue to fight faithfully for Him! Amen.
